FIRST NORTHERN AIDS TO NAVIGATION TEAM
2007 Aid to Navigation Team Goals

1. Encourage Operational Members to include the verification of Aids to Navigation (ATONs and PATONs) and the checking of bridges on every patrol that they conduct during the year.

2. Persuade Aid to Navigation Team members to report their AN activity correctly and in a timely manner during 2007 using the “ANSC-7030 Activity Report - Mission.”
3. Support the use of the Bridge Database Reporting System that allows members to use their home PCs to print out  “Bridge Safety Check / Survey Reports” and to report their observations via the Internet to the DCO-AN.

a. The 2007 goal is to check all of the Class 1, 2, and 3 bridges throughout the year.

b. Don’t waste any time submitting reports on Class 4 bridges.

c. Focus on bridges in your Division that have never been reported.

4. Assist the CG ANTs and the District AN Staff with the implementation of the Web-Based PATON System and the verification of the private aids (PATONs) located in your Division.  

5. Publish the “Aids to Navigation Team Newsletter” every two months during the year to keep members informed of on-going ATON, PATON, Bridge, Chart Updating, and SCF program activities and to  encourage members to participate in these AN programs.  Your input is gratefully solicited.
a. FSO-ANs are encouraged to forward this publication to their Flotilla members.

6. Make monthly reports to your FC or DCP (copy your SO or ADSO). Copies of the DSO-AN’s monthly report is sent to each member so that they can include the information in their monthly reports.

7. Expand the “ADOPT-A-CHART” program at the Flotilla level and get more members interested in the CU (NOAA Chart Updating) and SCF (Small Craft Facility) reporting programs.
