39 - Reporting Your ATON Activity – A Summary

	Every Federal Aid, Private Aid, Bridge, and other charted shoreline features should be continuously checked for discrepancies each time that they are passed while on an authorized Auxiliary Patrol.

Each Auxiliarist is authorized to report and receive credit in AUXDATA for all of their time and ATON mission activity for every aid, bridge and chart update performed—each time that they are checked for discrepancies in addition to their annually scheduled  verifications and/or checks.

	PATROLS

	ATON Patrols
	Report your time and mission under the POMS program using mission code “03.”
	· The POMS System manages your patrol orders, patrol payments, and your AUXDATA patrol reporting.

	FEDERAL AIDS - ATONs

	Discrepancies

(There are no formal  schedules for checking Federal Aids – Aids should be checked for discrepancies each time that are passed when you are underway.)
	Use a “CG-5474 – Aid to Navigation Discrepancy Report” to report any discrepancies that you observe on a Federal Aid.


	· Phone any Critical and Urgent discrepancies directly to the CG ANT.

· Mail follow-up Critical and Urgent discrepancy reports and any Routine discrepancy reports to your ADSO-AN.

· Prepare an ANSC-7030 report showing your ATON activity  using mission “30.”
·  Forward your ANSC 7030 report to your IS Officer within 15 days.

	Verifications

(There are no formal  schedules for checking Federal Aids – Aids should be checked for discrepancies each time that are passed when you are underway.)
	Aid is found “Watching Properly.” This means that you observed the aid and found that it conforms to the IALA-B ATON System, the Light List entry for the aid is correct, and all of your knowledge of Aids to Navigation was applied and no defects were found on the Federal Aid.


	Never report a Federal Aids that is found “Watching Properly” to the CG ANT.

· Prepare an ANSC-7030 report showing your ATON activity using mission “30” every time that you verify a Federal Aid for discrepancies and determine it to be “Watching Properly.”

· Forward your ANSC 7030 report to your IS Officer within 15 days.



	PRIVATE AIDS - PATONs

	Annual PATON verifications

(Both discrepancies and verifications)
	Use the “Private Aid to Navigation Report” available from ATONIS.  (You must be AV Certified to submit PATON Verifications.)  Write your observations directly on this form.  Available through your SO-AN.


	· Forward all PATON Verification reports through your ADSO-AN who will coordinate them with  the CG ANT.

· Prepare an ANSC-7030 report showing your ATON activity using mission “31” every time that you verify a Private Aid.
· Forward your ANSC-7030 report to your IS Officer within 15 days.



	Re-verifications of PATONs

(Both discrepancies and verifications)
	Once the annual verification is completed for a PATON, only report the PATON again when you are requested by the CG ANT or you find additional discrepancies on the PATON.


	· Forward all CG-5474 ATON Discrepancy Reports to your ADSO-AN who will coordinate them with  the CG ANT.

· Prepare an ANSC-7030 report showing your ATON activity using mission “31” every time that you re-verify a Private Aid for discrepancies.

· Forward your ANSC-7030 report to your IS Officer within 15 days.



	Unauthorized PATONs
	These are private placements that are not listed in ATONIS. Use a “CG-5474 – Aid to Navigation Discrepancy Report” to record your observations.  It is important to identify the owner of the PATON and include the name and address on your report.


	· Forward all CG-5474 ATON Discrepancy reports through your ADSO-AN who will coordinate them with the CG ANT.

· Prepare a ANSC-7030 report showing your ATON activity using mission “31”every time that you verify or re-check a Private Aid for discrepancies.

· Forward your ANSC-7030 report to your IS Officer within 15 days.




	BRIDGES

	Annual Bridge Check / Survey

(Discrepancies and Verifications
	Use a “D1NR Bridge Safety Check / Survey Report” generated from the “D1NR Bridge Data Base” located on-line at www.uscgauxnh.org/aton/.

Write your observations directly on the report. Print clearly.

BE SURE TO PRINT OUT BOTH PAGES OF THIS REPORT.


	· Forward all your annual Bridge Safety Check / Survey Reports to the DSO-AN within 24 hours of the observation.

· Prepare an ANSC-7030 report showing your ATON activity using mission “32” every time that you check or recheck a Bridge for discrepancies – even when you find no discrepancies.

· Forward your ANSC-7030 report to your IS Officer within 15 days.



	Routine Bridge checks

(Should be performed after the annual check/ survey every time that you pass the bridge)
	Once the annual Bridge Check / Survey has been completed on a Bridge, only report the Bridge again during that year when you are requested by the CG Bridge Branch or you find additional discrepancies on the Bridge. Use a “D1NR Bridge Safety Check / Survey Report” to record the discrepancies. Write you observations on a blank sheet until you are able to print a “D1NR Bridge Safety Check / Survey Report” from your home computer.


	Never report Bridges that are found “Watching Properly” to the DSO when you are performing rechecks.

However, do report any new discrepancies that you observe on the bridge to the DSO-AN.

· Forward all your Bridge discrepancy reports to the DSO-AN within 24 hours of the observation.

· Prepare a ANSC-7030 report showing your Bridge activity using mission “32,” every time that your recheck a Bridge for discrepancies.

· Forward your ANSC-7030 report to your IS Officer  within 15 days.



	CHART UPDATE and SMALL CRAFT FACILITY Reports – Support Missions

	Forward your Chart Update Reports  and Small Craft Facility Reports to the DSO-AN within 24 hours of the observation.
Report your activity to AUXDATA on an ANSC-7030 report, using mission “41.”
